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The number of observations was small today.
The clouds over Mare Acidarium are still visible today, and the clouds in the center are still visible.
The morning mist in the morning hemisphere see well from north to south.
The image of Takao clearly shows the situation.
As the SPC is getting smaller, I can see the surroundings of the SPC better. The area around the SPC is reddish,

and you can see it with the naked eye. It looks good. In the image, Silvia Kowollik records the reddish area.
