In a comment on October 6th, Arsia Silva Mons (W120, -3) wrote that the clouds disappeared, but Jose Alberto Berdejo,
Antonio Lasala, Javier Fuertes Leon has recorded a white cloud on the terminator. Takao, on the other hand,
recorded immediately after dawn, but recorded a cloudless appearance. Even though it is located on the terminator,
it is not recorded in the IR image of Antonio Lasala. Judging from this, it can be seen that this cloud is very faint.
Gary Walker, Gerald Stelmack clearly records the clouds east of Syrtis Major. There is a darker part in the south than before,
and it looks a little different.
