Images of Arakawa and Mark Lonsdale show fading dust extending east to west in the east and west of Hellas. The Fattinnanzi Cristian
image was very similar to the previous day's Clyde Foster image, and the dust spread did not change significantly. The image of Joaquin
Camarena clearly shows the appearance of pale dust as a difference in color. The area around Argyre (30W, -50) was still dusty today. No
major change was seen on the 24th.
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
