Mare Cimmerium (W180 ~ W250, -40 ~ 0) The morning mist in the south is remarkable. It looks very bright in the B image. Looking at the
B image of Kumamori, this fog can be seen as a complete belt from the terminator to the rim from east to west. Also, the inside of this belt is a
clear area. This can be seen in the Clyde Foster image. The northern hemisphere has increased water vapor and is brightly recorded in the B

image. In Gary Walker's monochrome image, B has a nicely hidden dark pattern northwest of Meridiani (OW, -5). This can also be seen in the
Mike Hood image.
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
