Even if it is thin, it is dark,
so it may be easy to see. Clyde Foster has recorded an extension of this image, which is a perfect connection. The SPC has become very small,
but still visible.

The image of Clyde Foster records how Amazonis (120W ~ 170W, + 30 ~ 0) is dusty on the limb. The surface pattern around here
This seems to be the reason why it is hard to see.
