Einaga has recorded two prominent white cloud belts on the terminator in the Southern Hemisphere. It is almost parallel to the equator.
The one near 50 ° S is remarkable, and it is clearly recorded in the blue image. Chris Nuttall observes these two cloud bands visually.
Kolovos Dimitrios also recorded the same appearance at different longitudes, indicating that it is seen in a fairly wide range. All recent blue
images show the northern hemisphere being brightly recorded and the haze spreading. Looking at the image of Kolovos Dimitrios, blue is
emphasized and the entire northern hemisphere is recorded bluish.

The image of Kolovos Dimitrios has a white spot on the NPR, but the identity of this is unknown.
