Hellas is bright on the north side, but immediately after dawn, bright white clouds can be seen in the southwestern part. While this white
cloud is visible, the bright part is reversed from north to south. Carsten Bauer records the white cloud. The image on the right of Rudolf A.
Hillebrecht is well illustrated.

The eastern part of Syttis Major is getting darker and darker. If you look at the image of Rudolf A. Hillebrecht, you can see what it is today.
