Sato records how the northwestern side of Hellas is brightening. This is the normal look for this season. In addition, in the B image, the
south side is bright, and the appearance of white clouds or fog spreading on the south side is also recorded. This has been going on for some
time. Carsten Bauer records the band of white clouds near the equator, recorded by Stanislas Maksymowicz on March 14. You can see it
spreading from Xanthe. Adachi is looking at NPCs at the northern end. If seeing is bad, it will not be visible.

Vicent Gonzalez Cebria recorded Solis Lacus in black and landscape. Probably because the transparency of the atmosphere has increased
locally. It seems that it was reflected in black. This season was sometimes seen like this.
