Ito records the usual white clouds to the south of Mare Sirenum and the white clouds around Tharsis (80W ~ 120W, + 10). NPCs are also
recorded. Shigeru Kurisu clearly recorded the dark spots of Propontis (180w, +45). The pattern of the north is gradually becoming clearer.
The subtle shades around here are also well represented. As far as the situation is seen, there is no noticeable dust. Rudolf A. Hillebrecht's
observations show white clouds extending in a wide band from Hellas to Eridania (200 ~ 230W, -35 ~ -55).
