Ito's image records light spots at high latitudes in the
Northern Hemisphere. It seems to be very pale because you can hardly see it in the Stack only image. Visual observations by Chris Nuttall
record low latitudes a little brighter, but the northern hemisphere's high latitudes are becoming darker. This is probably because it looks
relatively bright.
