Aurorae Sinus (53W, -10) The eastern dusty state continues at least to the western end of Noachis (335W ~ 10W, -25 ~ -30). Vicent Gonzalez
Cebria has recorded white clouds near Electris (165W ~ 190, -40 ~ -53). NPCs are recorded to be covered with white clouds at this longitude.
Compared to the image of Rudolf A. Hillebrecht, it can be seen that the clouds are not so bright.
