In the image of Mark Lonsdale, the clear sky in the north of Mare Acidarium (20 ~ 45W, + 40 ~ 55) is blocked. The dusty part continues
to the east. Visual observations by Stanislas Maksymowicz show that there is no bright fog on the limb. For some time now, [ haven't seen a
bright fog on the limb side. Chris Nuttall has recorded a white cloud on the limb side, which seems to be a cloud formed on a stratovolcano.
