Today, there was only one report. It is wonderful that the observation day was not interrupted. The observed longitude is centered on
Daedaria (W120, -30), with Solis Lacus on the right. The latitude is so far south that it does not appear as a single dark spot. It looks
unfamiliar. The Thaumasia Foelix (70W ~ 105W, -30 ~ -43) is dark, so it looks like this. The cloud belt observed on April 15th the day before
was not seen today.
