On the 27th of the previous day, the singularity of the dust storm generation of Chryse (35W, + 10) became brighter. Therefore, I expected
the image observation under good conditions on this day, but unfortunately I could not get it. Today was a report of visual observation only.
Chris Nuttall, Paul G. Abel and Stanislas Maksymowicz observed the same area of interest. However, these observations recorded the usual
appearance, and no dust storm-like appearance was seen. The apparent diameter is small and it is difficult to record a small figure, so it cannot
be determined that the dust storm did not occur.
