Minor in the center. In the IR image, the large dark area on the left is Syrtis Major. At the end of the previous season, the area around Nubis
Lacus (W255, +25) was a little dark, but it seems that the same condition is still going on. The bright center of the image is not known to be
due to image processing or dust.
