Clyde Foster succeeded in observing for two consecutive days. Hellas' dust storm appears to have moved slightly east. It looks brighter and
more locally developed than the day before, but since there is only one observer, it is not decisive. The whole Hellas is pretty dusty. Hellas
usually looks bright at this time, but it doesn't look white because of the dust.
The SPC appears to be dull on the left side due to dust. The yellowish white spot of northern edge are probably smaller NPC.
