The observation conditions of Clyde Foster were not good. In the R image, Olympus Mons (135W, +25) is recorded as a small light spot.
Solis Lacus (W90; -28) can be seen on the left side of the image. It was recorded brightly the day before, but it seems that nothing happened.
The fact that the terminator appears dented around this area indicates that this area is not dusty. On the other hand, the bright lower left half
of the G image indicates that it is dusty, unlike the south. The Arctic clouds are brilliantly obscured, but the images show that they are still
alive, even though they are dusty.
