The image of Clyde Foster is darker in the upper left. This shows a sunny and transparent place. The location is on the east side of Solis
Lacus (W90; -28). Polar clouds surround the SPC, and white clouds can still be seen at low latitudes. Ophir (65W, -7) appears bright, but this
is normal and not unusual. Looking at the color image, the difference in hue near the north and south poles is impressive. Adachi makes

observations with the naked eye, but the observation conditions are very bad, and good observations are difficult in Japan at this time.
