Black letters are mainly descriptions of patterns.
Blue letters are descriptions of polar caps and clouds.
Brown letters are the description about dust.

Red is a special note.
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The image of Clyde Foster is a deep recording of the pale pattern at the northwestern end of Mare Cimmerium (W180 ~ W250, -40 ~ 0).
The previous season was quite pale and sometimes invisible depending on the conditions, but this season seems to be dark. Immediately
northeast of this, there should be a darkened Cerberus (200W, + 20-220W, + 10), but it is not yet visible. I'm worried.
