Black letters are mainly descriptions of patterns.
Blue letters are descriptions of polar caps and clouds.
Brown letters are the description about dust.

Red is a special note.
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Clyde Foster recorded near Solis Lacus (W90; -28) in color. Morning mist can be seen on the limb at dawn. The whole is dusty, but the area
near the center of GANGES (60W-70W, 0- + 17) is slightly faint, and there seems to be a faint dust storm in the direction of Chryse (35W, +
10) from this area. Carsten Bauer records this dust storm in yellow.

In Japan, Sasaki observed around Hellas (275 ~ 315W, -30 ~ 60), but the contrast became stronger and the spread of dust was unknown.
