Black letters are mainly descriptions of patterns.
Blue letters are descriptions of polar caps and clouds.
Brown letters are the description about dust.

Red is a special note.
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I was surprised to see the image of Clyde Foster. It looks like the SPC has collapsed all at once. The image used for the comment on June 4th
will be posted again, so please compare it. The yellowish dark part is not visible. As of today, it is not yet known whether it has really
sublimated and disappeared, or a temporary phenomenon that has become difficult to see due to dust. What looked bright on June 6th, the day
before, was the bright part of the area north of Valhalla, according to the IR image.

In Arakawa, (Ophir; 65W, -7), Xanthe (W53, +15) and Aram (15W, +5) are slightly bright. Compared to the IR image, it seems to look

normal. Be aware that increasing the contrast will brighten this area.
