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The image of Jean Jacques Poupeau records the area around the SPC in red. From Hellas to the south of Ausonia (W235 ~ 270, -55 ~ -20),
the dust seems to be light. On the other hand, dust seems to be spreading in the direction of Hellas and Eridania (200 ~ 230W, -35 ~ -55).
Argyre (30W, -50) is obscured in Frank ] Melillo's image. The area around the SPC is blackish, and it can be seen that it is in the same state as
the southern part of Hellas. Carsten Bauer's image records the eastern view of Hellas. Eridania (200 ~ 230W, -35 ~ -55) is light red, but dust

can be seen from north to south.
