Black letters are mainly descriptions of patterns.
Blue letters are descriptions of polar caps and clouds.
Brown letters are the description about dust.

Red is a special note.
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John Sussenbach's image records the same location as the 5th Edge Dust Storm on June 26, a little brighter. Looking at the hue, it is a little
reddish and does not look like dust. Observations from Japan are from Mare Sirenum (140W ~ 170W, -30) to the vicinity of Solis Lacus (W90;
-28), but a bright cloud is caught next to the SPC. Milika Nicholas is observing this position in front of us. Electris (165W ~ 190, -40 ~ -53) It
is whitish than the sky, and it seems that white clouds are mixed considerably. Unfortunately, there is no B image, so I can't say for sure.
