Black letters are mainly descriptions of patterns.
Blue letters are descriptions of polar caps and clouds.
Brown letters are the description about dust.

Red is a special note.
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The image of Mark Lonsdale is on the west side of the area where the dust storm occurred. The whole is dusty, but when you look at the R
image, you can see the main pattern, so there seems to be no place where the dust is particularly thick. Looking at the images of Antonio
Cidadao and Frank ] Melillo, there is no noticeable change.
