Black letters are mainly descriptions of patterns.
Blue letters are descriptions of polar caps and clouds.
Brown letters are the description about dust.

Red is a special note.
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Observations near Syrtis Major (293W,+0~20) were sent by three people. Both images and visual observations recorded dusty conditions in
the southern hemisphere. The area around the North Pole is getting bluish bright. Efrain Morales Rivera recorded a fairly clear cloud over
Mare Acidarium (20-45W, +40-55). I thought it was about to get brighter, but now it's going to stand out. Chryse (35W, +10) did not show
any light spots.
