Black letters are mainly descriptions of patterns.
Blue letters are descriptions of polar caps and clouds.
Brown letters are the description about dust.

Red is a special note.
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Michael Wong's image has a very small SPC. Much smaller than the current SPC size. If you look closely, half of it seems to be blurred. It is

partially covered with dust, but we should pay attention to future changes. A localized dust storm has occurred in Antarctica. (Ls=222° )
The image on the left is Inoue's image one day before. Comparing the sizes of the SPCs, this is clear. I would like information on August
11th, but unfortunately it is missing, so [ do not know the details of when it occurred. The date of occurrence is believed to be either August
11th or 12th.
