SPC is barely visible in Inoue's image. It is such a small appearance at this position. It's almost time to lose sight of it. The reddish-black spot
that appears to border the arctic hood is Alba (115W.+45). I was finally able to see it. Alba has not yet seen white clouds. Mike Hood observed
the longitude of Meridiani (OW,-5). I caught the clouds of Mare Acidarium (20~45W,+40~55). Bright cloud masses have been recorded.
Edom (360W,2) seems bright.
