Gerald Stelmach's B image records a pale white
cloud south of Syrtis Major (293W, +0~20). This is thought to be a continuation of the record of the cloud band seen at Libya (275W,+3).

The tip continues to near Edom (360W,2). Chryse (35W, +10) looks yellow and bright at the limb
