Black letters are mainly descriptions of patterns.
Blue letters are descriptions of polar caps and clouds.
Brown letters are the description about dust.

Red is a special note.
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Seven days have passed since the dust storm occurred. I expected it to expand rapidly. However, there was no observation report. The
weather was bad all over Japan, and the results were disappointing.
Gerald Stelmack has observed a dusty state around Hellas. Since the NP Hood is processed to be quite bright, I was able to confirm that the

morning mist was mixed with it. Looking at the B image, the situation is well reproduced. Gary Walker documented the same. Somewhat

brighter around Ishidis (270W,+23) and Libya (275W,+3).
