Black letters are mainly descriptions of patterns.
Blue letters are descriptions of polar caps and clouds.
Brown letters are the description about dust.

Red is a special note.
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Comparing Arakawa's B and BE images reveals an interesting picture. In both the B and BE images, a sunny area can be seen at the position
of Varhalla. I don't know why this happens. The Arctic Hood shows bright clouds near the Terminator in the west. The Kumamori image
records dusty areas south of mid-latitudes in the Southern Hemisphere. It seems that the dust is gradually spreading from the SPR.
