Black letters are mainly descriptions of patterns.
Blue letters are descriptions of polar caps and clouds.
Brown letters are the description about dust.

Red is a special note.
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In Mike Wolle's image, Hellas (275~315W, -30~60) to Noachis (335W~10W, -25~-30) are quite dusty. Peter Haber has documented the
remnants of a dust storm extending east from Hellas. Looking at this, we can see that the eastward spread of the dust storm this time stopped
here.
