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Eric Sussenbach's observations documented clouds in Mare Acidarium (20-45W, +40-55). Looking at the difference in cloud color and
altitude, the slightly yellowish white clouds appear to be erupting from NPH. The outer part of the cloud is a clear area, and the pattern below
is clearly visible. A small dark spot is visible in the NPH. Among the arrows in Carsten Bauer's image, No.1 is an artifact. No.2 is the position
where the cloud band overlaps the terminator.
