Black letters are mainly descriptions of patterns.
Blue letters are descriptions of polar caps and clouds.
Brown letters the description about dust.

Red is a special note.
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Today, many observations were able to record cloud bands in the Southern Hemisphere, although the number of reports was small.
Cloud bands are best seen in images by Gary Walker, Christofer Maurichio Baez Jimenez, and Efrain Morales Rivera. Among them, the
image of Gary Walker has succeeded in recording the band even in the B image. In the morning limb, this cloud band became so bright
that it was visible to the naked eye. Except for the vicinity of Sinus Margaritifer, the dust veil seems to be fading gradually, and subtle
patterns on the ground surface are becoming visible. This is because the bright part has become conspicuous because it is close to
opposition.
