Black letters are mainly descriptions of patterns.
Blue letters are descriptions of polar caps and clouds.
Brown letters are the description about dust.

Red is a special note.
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The observation on Jan. 23 was missing, and only one observation was reported today. I feel lonely because I haven't received too much
information.

Galy Walker sent me observations near Solis Lacus (W90;-28). The very faint shading near Amazonis (120W~170W, -5~+30) has become
quite dark, making it difficult to discern the state of the dust. On the other hand, the appearance of the clouds is easy to understand because
the blue is emphasized. You can clearly see the clouds near the Terminator. Solis Lacus looks dark, but it's actually much lighter. NPCs are
marked with a black band that appears to be a dark fringe.
