Black letters are mainly descriptions of patterns.
Blue letters are descriptions of polar caps and clouds.
Brown letters are the description about dust.

Red is a special note.
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Gary Walker recorded a clear SPH south of Noachis (335W~10W, -25~-30). The left image records Argyre (30W,-50 ) covered by bright
white clouds. Note that the southern redness of Noachis and the red of GANGES (60W-70W, 0-+17) are the same color.

A wide area around Chryse (35W, +10) remains yellowish. The clouds at Mare Acidarium (20~45W,+40~55) seem to be getting smaller.
