Black letters are mainly descriptions of patterns.
Blue letters are descriptions of polar caps and clouds.
Brown letters are the description about dust.

Red is a special note.
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Sasaki recorded a dust storm that occurred on February 5 at Alba (115W.+45) Mons. Its location has moved slightly to the south, but it seems
to be spreading. However, since only one person will be observed, the evaluation is unstable. Rather than calling it a dust storm, it might be
more correct to call it a white cloud mixed with dust.

The eastern side of Sinus Sabaeus (320W~350W,-10) was not captured by Frank ] Melillo's observations, because this part is covered with
dust and is difficult to see. It is thought that this image was created in the process of image processing. A picture of Mike Hood shows it well.
