Black letters are mainly descriptions of patterns.
Blue letters are descriptions of polar caps and clouds.
Brown letters are the description about dust.

Red is a special note.
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Around Syrtis Major (293W, +0~20), the atmosphere has little dust, and the dark pattern in that part looks quite black. This is a tendency
that can be recognized with the naked eye. On the other hand, Mare Cimmerium (W180~W250, -40~0) is quite dusty, which is well documented
in Ito's color images. Raimond Sdrani's B image shows the beginning of the equatorial fog (water ice cloud).
