Black letters are mainly descriptions of patterns.
Blue letters are descriptions of polar caps and clouds.
Brown letters are the description about dust.

Red is a special note.
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The SPH south of Mare Sirenum (140W~170W,-30) appears to be slowly moving east. Inoue's image confirms its location. I was surprised
that Elysium (215W,+30) was white and bright in morning fog image. It was not clear from today's observations whether it was just an overlap
of Asagiri and Elysium (215W,+30) or a dust storm.
