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Inoue recorded the volcano of Tharsis (80W~120W, +10) as black spots. Also, the southern edge of the Terminator overlaps with Argyre
(30W,-50 ), and white clouds are clearly visible. In the B image of Vincenzo della Vecchia, an east-west white cloud belt is visible at the
latitude of Elysium (215W,+30). This latitude is the latitude of the point directly below the sun. The westward continuation of this white cloud
follows the image of Efrain Morales Rivera, visible over a 60° length from Elysium (215W,+30) to Ishidis (270W,+23) longitude.
