Black letters are mainly descriptions of patterns.
Blue letters are descriptions of polar caps and clouds.
Brown letters are the description about dust.

Red is a special note.
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Gregory T. Shanos's image shows that Syrtis Major (293W, +0~20) is obscured to the north. He also records that Hellas (275-315W, -30-
60) does not appear to have any definite shape. It was the norm these days. The Efrain Morales Rivera image records a faint white cloud band
from Ishidis (270W,+23) to Elysium (215W,+30). Utopia (260W, +45) looks normal.
