Black letters are mainly descriptions of patterns.
Blue letters are descriptions of polar caps and clouds.
Brown letters are the description about dust.

Red is a special note.
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Inoue's observations show that Hellas (275~315W, -30~60) has a white cloud spreading to the south and dusty conditions from Hellas to the
north. Syrtis Major is also faintly visible in the G image. Ito's image clearly shows the white clouds. The image of Ishibashi has a high
magnification ratio, and you can clearly see where the white clouds are spreading. Frank ] Mellilo has documented a fairly bright limb. Since
there is no monochrome image, the cause is unknown.
