Black letters are mainly descriptions of patterns.
Blue letters are descriptions of polar caps and clouds.
Brown letters are the description about dust.

Red is a special note.
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In Japanese observations, Mare Cimmerium (W180~W250,-40~0) was observed very faintly. The images of Inoue and Majima clearly show
this situation. Mare Cimmerium has not been observed since Mar. 31, and will be seen for the first time in a long time. It was recorded quite
dark on March 31, but it is much fainter this time. Looking at Inoue's image, it appears to be covered in dust. In this image, NPCs are also
observed to be very yellow. The black band around the NPC is fading, and you can see how the dust is spreading. In Japan, Adachi called for
observations around NPCs. Chris Nuttall recorded a band of clouds from Chryse (35W, +10) to Tharsis (80W~120W, +10).
