Mare Cimmerium (W180~W250,-40~0) became slightly faint, but it still looks dark today. East of Elysium (215W, +30) near the NPCs, a
dusty area can still be seen today. Ito's images document the yellowish appearance of this area. Also, NPCs look pretty yellow. The western
edge of Meridiani (OW,-5) appears to protrude southward. I have seen him several times this season, but today he stands out. However, no

observations have been made under favorable conditions, so the details are unknown.
