Black letters are mainly descriptions of patterns.
Blue letters are descriptions of polar caps and clouds.
Brown letters are the description about dust.

Red is a special note.
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Only one report today. The longitude is 202° , and the upper center is Mare Cimmerium (W180~W250,-40~0). This drawing is left-right
reversed, so you need to look carefully. The bright part near the right limb is the brightness due to white clouds near Tharsis (80W~120W,+10).

The sketch on the right is an observation in blue, and the position of white clouds is bright. SPH is recorded brightly.
