Black letters are mainly descriptions of patterns.
Blue letters are descriptions of polar caps and clouds.
Brown letters are the description about dust.

Red is a special note.
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Frank ] Melillo records Elysium (215W, +30) brightly. Looking at the color, you can tell that it is not cloud or dust. The bright band to the

north is a faint dust bubble. Note that the SPH is no longer white this time. SPH will be difficult to see until about Ls110° from now on.
