Black letters are mainly descriptions of patterns.
Blue letters are descriptions of polar caps and clouds.
Brown letters are the description about dust.

Red is a special note.
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It appears that observation conditions were not better today than the previous day, March 10th. The major trends are the same as on March
10th. In the G image, the dark fringe is faint and the area around the south pole looks dusty. The right half of the polar cap is dark, but

compared to the R image from the previous day, the 22 degree longitude shift is reflected as is, and it seems to be a fixed pattern inside the
SPC.
