Black letters are mainly descriptions of patterns.
Blue letters are descriptions of polar caps and clouds.
Brown letters are the description about dust.

Red is a special note.
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The bright part of Hellas (275~315W, -30~60) spread from the north side of the basin to the entire basin. The outside of the dark fringe
looks quite dusty. The Akutsu image records almost the same area as on March 29th. The southern parts of Eridania (200~230W, -35~-55)

and Ausonia (W235~270, -55~-20) are recorded brightly. Unlike Hellas, no changes can be seen here.
