Black letters are mainly descriptions of patterns.
Blue letters are descriptions of polar caps and clouds.
Brown letters are the description about dust.

Red is a special note.
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At this position, the white clouds of Arsia Silva Mons (W120,-3) are not visible. Olympus Mons (135W,+25) is visible as a reddish spot at
the bottom of the image. Mare Sirenum (140W~170W,-30) The dark fringe in the south has returned to its original darkness. Also, the area
just outside the dark fringe seems to be affected by dust from the poles, and appears as a bright band. There were no noticeable changes at this

location.
