Black letters are mainly descriptions of patterns.
Blue letters are descriptions of polar caps and clouds.
Brown letters are the description about dust.

Red is a special note.
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In the image by Lucca Schwingel Viola, the central areas of Syrtis Major (293W, +0~20) and Mare Cimmerium (W180~W250, -40~0) are
recorded as slightly bluish. This is probably due to the strong color contrast of the entire image. In reality, the clouds are quite faint. The very
white appearance from the SPC to the limb is probably due to the contrast. However, it is clear that white clouds are appearing in the direction

of the terminator.
