Black letters are mainly descriptions of patterns.

Red is a special note.
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Clouds in the south of Ausonia (W235~270,-55~-20) are less noticeable. Inoue's B+<450 image shows Mare Cimmerium (W180~W250,-
40~0) completely covered by clouds. Dense clouds were recorded near Libya (275W,+3) and Ishidis (270W,+23), and clouds were recorded
spreading eastward (left) from there. It is a distinctive appearance. These clouds are not dense, and Mare Cimmerium (W180~W250,-40~0)

does not look faint in the color image.
